After receiving your signed covenant form we will mail you an information packet with forms for all trip participants. ALL fo rms must be 
mailed back to us 30 days prior to your arrival at Hinton. 
ÅApplications are accepted as long as space is available.  There is NO application deadline.  However, if your group desires aspecific week it is 
best to apply ASAP as many of our weeks are full by late December.  Groups applying after 2/1/09 need to call for more specific information.
